Screenwriter Mark McKinney (Kids in the Hall, Slings & Arrows, Less Than Kind)
was presented with the WGC Showrunner Award to honour his exceptional
leadership, impressive body of work and unique creative vision.

Adam Barken, who won the 2009 TV Drama award for
his Flashpoint script, presented the Mentorship Award to Ms. Samuels, noting her
valuable work supporting emerging writers at the CFC and Humber College.

Award for his long record of service to screenwriters in Canada. Chuck served as
President of the ACTRA Writers Guild Toronto Branch, and was one of the founding
forces behind the Writers Guild of Canada.

(Almost Heroes), and written by Bob Kerr (22 Minutes).
